An issue CANNOT be covered by more than one student. Hence, as soon as you know which issue you would like to present on, check with me to see if another student has already chosen it or not.
What is a scrapbook?
It is a book with empty pages where you can stick newspaper articles, pictures, etc. which you have collected and want to keep.

Though the scrapbook is only 5%, it is important because it is preparation for your presentation. You are collecting information for your presentation.
Scrapbook content

· Keep a scrapbook with photocopied, printed or cut out articles related to your chosen issue.
· Remember, they must be articles dated no earlier than January 2010.

· Highlight the key points of each article.

· Next to the article, write a minimum of one comment per article. The comments can be about your thoughts, feelings, predictions, concerns, questions, and any additional information you would like to mention related to the article.
